VOLUNTARY WAIVER AND HOLD HARMLESS 
AGREEMENT/CONSENT TO MEDICAL TREATMENT 
I, the above named Parent or Guardian, authorize the 
above named Minor Child, to attend the Cobb FC Soccer 
Camp or Academy and to take part in all activities and 
programs. I understand that camp activities are 
inherently dangerous, including without limitation a 
physically demanding training regimen in sometimes-
adverse weather conditions. We (i.e., Parent/Guardian 
and Minor Child) individually, expressly and voluntarily, 
assume the risk of any and all injury or damage to Minor 
Child, including but not limited to death, or loss of or to 
Minor Child’s property, which may arise in connection 
with, or as a result of, the Camp. To the best of our 
knowledge, Minor Child is in good physical condition and 
we are not aware of any physical infirmity, which would 
place Minor Child at risk to participate in any way in 
strenuous physical activities. We individually and 
voluntarily assume full responsibility for any risk of loss, 
property damage or personal injury, including death, that 
may be sustained by Minor Child as a result of being 
engaged in Camp activities, whether caused by the 
negligence of Cobb FC, its affiliates, employees, officers, 
directors, agents (collectively, “Releases”) or otherwise. 
We further hereby individually agree to indemnify and 
hold harmless the Releases from any loss, liability, 
damage or cost, including court costs and attorney’s 
fees, that may accrue related to Minor Child’s 
participation in the Camp, whether caused by the 
negligence of Releases or otherwise. During the period 
of the Camp, we hereby individually give permission to 
the Camp staff to administer first aid and/or to authorize 
medical treatment or surgical care for Minor Child if an 
emergency situation should arise. We 
understand that a conscious effort will be made locate a 
Parent or Guardian in such an event. We also 
understand that we individually accept full responsibility 
for the payment of any and all medical expenses, 
whether or not authorized by us.  As parent/guardian of 
the minor, I (we) authorize Cobb FC to publish 
photographs of my child, in print and electronic media 
including publication on the Cobb FC internet web site, 
newsletter, or other Cobb FC related purposes.  This 
permission is given with no promise or expectation of 
value in return.
